THE SCHOOL

Subiaco Academy is an all boys college
preparatory residential and day school. The
school, founded in 1887, is an educational
apostolate of the Benedictine monks at
Subiaco Abbey. Located on the Abbey’s
1,800+ acres of
farmland and na-
ture land, the
school is nestled
between the foot-
hills of the Ozark
and Ouachita
Mountains in the
Arkansas River
Valley, which offers
many opportunities
for outdoor activi-
ties.

The Academy strives to instill in its stu-
dents the spirit of St. Benedict expressed in
his Rule: a respect for the value of work,
development of personal talents to serve
others, a sense of peace and fraternity, self-
discipline, trust, and an appreciation of the
Christ centered nature of monastic commu-
nities. Subiaco provides an engaging and
supportive environment that is academically
well rounded, structured, and challenging.

Subiaco Academy is incorporated as a
nonprofit institution. The school is served
by a Board of Trustees made up of lay peo-
ple and religious who set policy, oversee
strategic planning, review budgets and fi-
nances, and insure implementation of the
mission and philosophy of the school. The
Alumni Association of more than 2,700 ac-
tive members further supports the school
with financial contributions, recruitment
assistance, and
marketing efforts.

Outstanding
facilities, valued at
over $11 million,
are located
throughout the
campus. Because of
a growing endow-
ment program and
the generosity of its
benefactors, the
school is able annu-
ally to award sub-
stantial financial aid.

Subiaco Academy is accredited by the

ADMINISTRATION AND STAFF

Mr. Robert Loia was appointed Head-
master for 2011-12. After graduating
from the Catholic University of America, he
received his M.Ed. from Loyola University
in Washington D.C. Mr. Loia held faculty
positions at Loyola-Blakefield in Baltimore,
St. Anselm's Abbey School in Washington
D.C. and then returned to his alma mater,
Delbarton School, where he served until
coming to Subiaco Academy.

The Administration is comprised of the
Headmaster, Academic Dean, Dean of
Men, and the Athletic Director. Residential
deans report to the Dean of Men and pro-
vide around-the-clock supervision and
guidance for residential students. The
Academy is staffed by Benedictine monks
of Subiaco Abbey and dedicated laymen
and laywomen.

COLLEGE PLACEMENT

The college guidance counselor assists
students in identifying their interests and
abilities, and provides counseling about
college choices and the college application
process.

The average ACT score for the class of
2011 was 26.0. All 36 graduates were ac-
cepted to colleges, universities or military
service.

STUDENT BODY AND CONDUCT
For the 2010-
2011 school
year, the distri-
bution of stu-
dents was as
follows: sen-
iors=36; jun-
iors=46; sopho-
mores=49;
freshmen=32;
eighth=16; and
seventh=11,
from 10 states
and eight foreign countries. The states
represented are Alaska, Arkansas, Colo-
rado, Louisiana, North Carolina, Okla-
homa, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas,
and Virginia. The foreign countries repre-
sented are Belarus, China, Mexico, Nether-
lands Antilles, South Korea, Spain, Japan
and Angola.

Most students are from middle-class
families. The Academy continues to be
successful in fulfilling its longstanding
commitment to educate young men from
all socioeconomic backgrounds.
